Report on the Financial Statements

We have audited the accompanying financia statements of the governmental activities and each
major fund of The Galileo School Foundation, Inc. (“Organization”), a not-for-profit entity, as of
and for the year ended June 30, 2022, and the related notes to the financial statements, which
collectively comprisethe Organization's basic financial statementsaslistedinthetable of contents.

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statements referred to above present fairly, in al
material respects, the respective financia position of the governmental activities and each mgjor
fund of the Organization, as of June 30, 2022, and the respective changes in financial position for
the year then ended in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United
States of America.

Basisfor Opinions

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United
States of America (GAAS) and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in
Government Auditing Standards (Government Auditing Standards), issued by the Comptroller
Generd of the United States. Our responsibilities under those standards are further described in
the Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We
are required to be independent of the Organization and to meet our other ethical responsibilities,
in accordance with the relevant ethical requirementsrelating to our audit. We believe that the audit
evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our audit opinions.

Responsibilities of Management for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statementsin
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, and for
the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and
fair presentation of financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to
fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, management is required to evaluate whether there are
conditions or events, considered in the aggregate, that raise substantia doubt about the
Organization's ability to continue as a going concern for twelve months beyond the financial
statement date, including any currently known information that may raise substantial doubt shortly
thereafter.



Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements

Our objectives areto obtain reasonabl e assurance about whether the financial statementsasawhole
are free from materia misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor's report
that includes our opinions. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but is not absolute
assurance and therefore is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with GAAS and
Government Auditing Standards will always detect a material misstatement when it exists. The
risk of not detecting a material misstatement resulting from fraud is higher than for one resulting
from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, misrepresentations, or
the override of internal control. Misstatements are considered material if there is a substantial
likelihood that, individually or in the aggregate, they would influence the judgment made by a
reasonabl e user based on the financial statements.

e oObtain an understanding of internal control relevant to the audit in order to design audit
procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing
an opinion on the effectiveness of the Organization'sinternal control. Accordingly, no such
opinion is expressed.

e evauate the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of
significant accounting estimates made by management, as well as evauate the overall
presentation of the financial statements.

e conclude whether, in our judgment, there are conditions or events, considered in the
aggregate, that raise substantial doubt about the Organization's ability to continue as a
going concern for a reasonable period of time.

We are required to communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among other
matters, the planned scope and timing of the audit, significant audit findings, and certain internal
control—related matters that we identified during the audit.

Required Supplementary I nformation

Accounting principles generaly accepted in the United States of America require that
Management’s Discussion and Analysis, the Budgetary Comparison Schedule, and Note to
Required Supplementary Information, be presented to supplement the basic financia statements.
Such information isthe responsibility of management and, although not a part of the basic financial
statements, is required by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board who considers it to be
an essential part of financia reporting for placing the basic financial statementsin an appropriate
operational, economic, or historical context. We have applied certain limited procedures to the
reguired supplementary information in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in
the United States of America, which consisted of inquiries of management about the methods of
preparing the information and comparing the information for consistency with management's
responses to our inquiries, the basic financial statements, and other knowledge we obtained during
our audit of the basic financial statements. We do not express an opinion or provide any assurance
on the information because the limited procedures do not provide us with sufficient evidence to
express an opinion or provide any assurance.



Supplementary | nformation

Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the financia statements that
collectively comprise the Organization's basic financial statements. The schedule of expenditures
of federal awards, as required by Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal Regulations Part 200, Uniform
Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards are
presented for purposes of additional analysis and are not a required part of the basic financial
statements. Such information isthe responsibility of management and was derived from and relates
directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financia
statements. The information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of
the basic financial statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing and
reconciling such information directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to
prepare the basic financial statements or to the basic financia statements themselves, and other
additional procedures in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United
States of America. In our opinion, the schedule of expenditures of federal awardsisfairly stated,
in al material respects, in relation to the basic financial statements as awhole.

Other Reporting Required by Government Auditing Standards

The Management’s Discussion and Anaysis (MD&A) section of the annual financia report of
The Galileo School Foundation, Inc. provides an overview of the Organization’s activities for the
fiscal year ended June 30, 2022.

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS

OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
The basic financia statements consist of three components:
v Government-wide financia statements
v Fund financial statements
v Notesto financial statements

Government-Wide Financial Statements

The government-wide financial statements provide both short-term and long-term information
about the Organization’ soveral financial condition inamanner similar to those of a private-sector
business. The statements include a statement of net position and a statement of activities that are
designed to provide consolidated financia information about the governmental activities of the
Organization presented on the accrual basis of accounting. The statement of net position provides
information about the government’ sfinancial position, its assets and liabilities, using an economic
resources measurement focus. The difference between the assets and liabilities, the net position,
is a measure of the financial hedth of the Organization. The statement of activities presents
information about the change in the Organization’s net position and the results of operations,
during the fiscal year. An increase or decrease in net position is an indication of whether the
Organization’s financial health is improving or deteriorating. To assess the overal financid
position of the Organization, one needs to consider additional non-financial factors such as
changes in the Organization student base funding level.

Fund Financial Statements

Fund financial statements are one of the components of the basic financial statements. A fundis
a grouping of related accounts that is used to maintain control over resources that have been
segregated for specific activities or objectives. Fund financia statements provide more detailed
information about the Organization’s financial activities, focusing on its most significant funds
rather than fund types. This is in contrast to the entity-wide perspective contained in the
government-wide statements.

Governmental Funds: Governmental funds are used to account for essentially the same functions
reported as governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements. However, the
governmental funds utilize a spendable financial resources measurement focus rather than the
economic resources measurement focus found in the government-wide financial statements. The
financia resources measurement focus allows the governmental fund statements to provide
information on near-term inflows and outflows of spendable resources as well as balances of
spendabl e resources available at the end of the fiscal year.

The governmental fund statements provide adetailed short-term view that may be used to evaluate
the Organization’s near-term financing requirements. This short-term view is useful when
compared to the long-term view presented as governmental activities in the government-wide
financia statements. To facilitate this comparison, both the governmental funds balance sheet and
the governmental funds statement of revenues, expenditures, and changesin fund baances provide
areconciliation of governmental fund to governmental activities.

The governmental funds balance sheet and statement of revenues, expenditures, and changes in
fund balances provide detailed information about the Organization’s most significant funds. The
Organization operates four funds, a General Fund, a Capital Projects Fund, a Debt Service Fund,
and a Specia Revenue Fund. For reporting purposes, the Organization has elected to show all
funds as mgjor funds.

The Organization adopts annua budgets for its governmenta funds. A budgetary comparison
schedule, as required, has been provided for the General Fund and Special Revenue Fund to
demonstrate compliance with the budgets.

The notes provide additional information that is essential for a full understanding of the data
provided in the government-wide and fund financial statements.

The largest revenue source for the Organization is the State of Florida (79%). Revenues from
State sources for current operations are primarily received through the Florida Education Finance
Program (FEFP) funding formula. The FEFP formulautilizes student enrollment datato determine
the funds available for the Organization.

The largest concentration of expenses was for instruction (54%) and Debt Service — Interest &
Fiscal Charges (15%) during the year.

FINANCIAL ANALYSISOF THE ORGANIZATION'SFUNDS
Governmental Funds

As the Organization completed the year, its governmental funds reported a total combined fund
balance of $3,107,617.

BUDGETARY HIGHLIGHTS

The general fund and specia revenue fund budgets for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2022, were
developed based on the Organization’s anticipated revenues and expenditures, the expected
student population, and Federal grant programs for the Organization year. Over the course of the
year, the Organization revised its budgets several times. For the fisca year ended June 30, 2022,
the actual expenditures were equal to the final budgets. Refer to the Budgetary Comparison
Schedule for additional information.

CAPITAL ASSETS

The Organization’s investment in capital assets for the governmental activities as of the June 30,
2022, amountsto $30,379,560 (net of accumulated depreciation). Thisinvestment in capital assets
includes Land, buildings and fixed equipment, furniture, fixtures, and equipment, and
improvements. Additional information regarding the Organization’ s capital assets can befoundin
the notes to the financial statements.

LONG-TERM DEBT

At June 30, 2022, the Organization had $33,043,019 in long-term debt outstanding, a net increase
of $32,860,307 from the prior year. Additiona information about the School’s long-term debt is
presented in the notes to the financial statements.

On July 20, 2021, Organization issued bonded debt through the Seminole County Industrial
Development Authority totaling $33,142,962, net of the bond premium, for the purchase of the
Organization's educational facility and the construction of another charter school educational
facility.

ECONOMIC FACTORSAND NEXT YEAR'SBUDGET

or results of operations of the Organization in fiscal year 2022-23 include:

» Continued funding from FEFP.
» Expected increase in enrollment.

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
> Reporting Entity

The Galileo School Foundation, Inc. (“Organization”) is a not-for-profit
corporation organized pursuant to Chapter 617, Florida Statutes, and the Florida
Not-For-Profit Corporation Act. It operates two charter schools (Galileo School for
Gifted Learning and Galileo School for Gifted Learning - Skyway) under separate
charters of the sponsoring school district, the District School Board of Seminole
County. The governing body of the Organization is the not-for-profit corporation
Board of Directors, which is comprised of five members.

The general operating authority of the Organization is contained in Section
1002.33, Florida Statutes. The Organization operates under charter agreements of
three sponsoring school district, the District School Board of Seminole County,
Florida, (“District”). At the end of the term of each charter agreement, the District
may choose not to renew the charter under grounds specified in the charter. Inthis
case, the District are required to notify the Organization in writing at least 90 days
prior to the charter’s expiration. During the term of the charter, the District may
also terminate the charter if good cause is shown. In the event of termination of the
charter, the District shall assume operation of the Organization. The Organization’s
charter schools are considered component units of the District; therefore, for
financia reporting purposes, the Organization is required to follow generaly
accepted accounting principles applicable to state and local governmental units.

Criteriafor determining if other entities are potential component unitswhich should
be reported within the Organization's basic financia statements are identified and
described in the Governmental Accounting Standards Board's (GASB)
Cadification of Governmental Accounting and Financial Reporting Sandards,
Sections 2100 and 2600. The application of these criteriaprovidesfor identification
of any entities for which the Organization is financially accountable and other
organizations for which the nature and significance of their relationship with the
Organization are such that exclusion would cause the Organi zation's basic financia
statements to be misleading or incomplete. Based on these criteria, no component
units are included within the reporting entity of the Organization.

Basis of Presentation

Government-wide Financial Statements - Government-wide financial statements,
including the statement of net position and the statement of activities, present
information about the Organization as awhole.

Government-wide financial statements are prepared using the economic resources
measurement focus. The statement of activities presents a comparison between
direct expenses and program revenues for each function or program of the
Organization’s governmental activities. Direct expenses are those that are
specifically associated with a service, program, or department and are thereby
clearly identifiable to a particular function.

Program revenues include charges paid by the recipient of the goods or services
offered by the program and grants and contributions that are restricted to meeting
the operational or capital requirements of a particular program. Revenues that are
not classified as program revenues are presented as general revenues. The
comparison of direct expenseswith program revenuesidentifiesthe extent to which
each governmental function is self-financing or draws from the general revenues of
the Organization.

Fund Financial Statements - Fund financial statements report detailed information
about the Organization in the governmental funds. The focus of governmental fund
financial statementsis on maor funds rather than reporting funds by type. Each
major fund is reported in a separate column. Because the focus of governmental
fund financial statements differs from the focus of government-wide financial
statements, a reconciliation is presented with each of the governmental fund
financia statements. The Organization’s magjor governmental funds are as follows:

e Genera Fund — to account for al financial resources not required to be
accounted for in another fund, and for certain revenues from the State that are
legally restricted to be expended for specific current operating purposes.

e Specia Revenue Fund —to account for federal grant programs and food service
operations.

e Capital Projects Fund —to account for financial resources that are restricted,
committed or assigned to expenditures for capital outlays.

e Debt Service Fund — to account for and report financia resources that are
restricted, committed, or assigned to expenditures for principal and interest.

Basis of Accounting

Basis of accounting refers to when revenues and expenditures, or expenses, are
recognized in the accounts and reported in the financial statements. Basis of
accounting relates to the timing of the measurements made, regardless of the
measurement focus applied.

The government-wide financial statements are prepared using the accrual basis of
accounting. Revenues are recognized when earned and expenses are recognized
when a liability is incurred, regardless of the timing of the related cash flows.
Revenues from grants, entitlements, and donations are recognized in the fiscal year
in which all digibility requirements imposed by the provider have been satisfied.

Governmental fund financial statements are prepared using the modified accrual
basis of accounting. Revenues, except for certain grant revenues, are recognized
when they become measurable and available. Revenues are considered to be
available when they are collectible within the current period or soon enough
thereafter to pay liabilities of the current period. The Organization considers
revenuesto be availableif they are collected within 30 days of the end of the current
fiscal year. When grant terms provide that the expenditure of resourcesisthe prime
factor for determining eligibility for Federal, State, and other grant resources,
revenue is recognized at the time the expenditure is made. Under the modified
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accrual basis of accounting, expenditures are generally recogni zed when the related
fund liability isincurred, except for principa and interest on long-term debt, claims
and judgments, and compensated absences, which are recognized when due.
Allocations of cost, such as depreciation, are not recognized in governmental funds.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents are defined as demand deposits, money market accounts,
and short-term investments with origina maturities of eight months or less from
date of acquisition. The School considers all demand accounts and money market
funds which are not subjected to withdrawal restrictions to be cash and cash
equivalents. Deposits on hand at financial institutions are insured by the Federa
Deposit Insurance Company up to $250,000.

| nvestments

The Organization had not adopted awritten investment policy. Therefore, pursuant
to Florida Statutes, the Organization is authorized to invest in the Florida PRIME
investment pool, administered by the State Board of Administration (SBA);
Securities and Exchange Commission registered money market funds with the
highest credit quality rating from a nationally recognized rating agency; interest-
bearing time deposits and savings accounts in qualified public depositories, as
defined by Section 280.02, Florida Statutes; and direct obligations of the United
States Treasury.

The Organization’s investments are set aside to make debt service payments,
maintain sinking or reserve funds, and to purchase or construct capital assets and
areclassified asrestricted. Theseinvestments are reported as restricted in the Debt
Service and Capital Projects Funds in the Balance Sheet — Governmental Funds.

Capital Assets

Expenditures for capital assets acquired or constructed for general school purposes
arereported in the governmental fund that financed the acquisition or construction.
The capital assets so acquired are reported at cost in the government-wide statement
of net position but are not reported in the governmental fund financia statements.
Capital assets are defined by the Organization as those costing more than $750.
Such assets are recorded at historical cost or estimated historical cost if purchased
or constructed. Donated assets are recorded at fair value at the date of donation.

Capital assets are depreciated using the straight-line method over the following
estimated useful lives:

In addition to assets, the statement of financial position will sometimes report a
separate section for deferred outflows of resources. This separate financial
statement element, deferred outflows of resources, represents a consumption of net
position that appliesto afuture period(s) and so will not be recognized as an outflow
of resources (expense/expenditure) until then. The Organization does not have any
items that qualify for reporting in this category.

In addition to liabilities, the statement of financial position will sometimes report a
separate section for deferred inflows of resources. This separate financial statement
element, deferred inflows of resour ces, represents an acquisition of net position that
appliesto afuture period(s) and so will not be recognized as an inflow of resources
(revenue) until then. The Organization does not have any items that qualify for
reporting in this category.

> Noncurrent Liabilities

Long-term obligationsthat will be financed by resourcesto bereceived in thefuture
by the general fund are reported in the government-wide financial statements, not
in the general fund. Capital improvement debt is reported net of unamortized
discount. The School amortizes debt discounts over the life of the debt using the
straight-line method. Current-year information relative to changes in long-term
debt is described in subsequent notes.

> Net Position and Fund Balance Classification

Government-wide Financial Satements
Net Position are classified and reported in three components:

e Net Investment in Capital Assets — consists of capital assets, net of
accumulated depreciation, and reduced by the outstanding balances of any
borrowings that are attributed to the acquisition or improvement of those
assets.

e Restricted Net Position — consists of net position with constraints placed on
their use either by external groups such as creditors, contributors, or laws or
regulations of other governments.

e Unrestricted Net Position — all other net position that does not meet the
definition of “restricted” or “net investment in capital assets.”

Fund Financial Satements

GASB Codification Section 1800.142, Fund Balance Reporting and Gover nmental
Fund Type Definitions, defines the different types of fund balances that a
governmental entity must use for financial reporting purposes. GASB requires the
fund balance amounts to be reported within one of the following fund balance
categories:

e Nonspendable — fund balance associated with inventories, prepaid
expenses, long-term loans and notes receivabl e, and property held for resale
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(unless the proceeds are restricted, committed or assigned). All
nonspendable fund balances at year end relate to assets that are in
nonspendable form.

e Restricted — fund balance that can be spent only for the specific purposes
stipulated by the constitution, external resource providers, or through
enabling legislation.

e Committed — fund balance that can be used only for the specific purposes
determined by aformal action of the Organization’s Board of Governance.

e Assigned — fund balance that is intended to be used by the Organization’s
management for specific purposes but does not meet the criteria to be
classified as restricted or committed.

e Unassigned —fund balancethat isthe residual amount for the Organization’s
general fund and includes all spendable amounts not contained in the other
classifications.

» Order of Fund Balance Spending Policy

The Organization’s policy is to apply expenditures against nonspendable fund
balance, restricted fund balance, committed fund balance, assigned fund balance,
and unassigned fund balance at the end of the fiscal year. First, nonspendable fund
balances are determined. Then restricted fund balances for specific purposes are
determined (not including nonspendable amounts). Any remaining fund balance
amounts for the non-general funds are to be classified as restricted fund balance. It
is possible for the non-general funds to be classified as restricted fund balance. It
is possible for the non-general funds to have negative unassigned fund balance
when nonspendable amounts plus the amount of restricted fund balances for
specific purposes exceed the positive fund balance for non-general fund.

» Revenue Sources

Revenuesfor current operations arereceived primarily from thelocal school district
pursuant to the funding provisions included in the individual School charters. In
accordance with the funding provisions of the charter and Section 1002.33(17),
Florida Statutes, each School reports the number of full-time equivalent students
and related data to the loca school district.

Under provisions of Section 1011.62, Florida Statutes, the District reports the
number of full-time equivaent students and related data to the Florida Department
of Education (FDOE) for funding through the Florida Education Finance Program
(FEFP). Funding is adjusted during the year to reflect the revised calculations by
the FDOE under the FEFP and the actual weighted full-time equivalent students
(FTE) reported by the Schools during designated full-time equivalent student
survey periods. The Department may aso adjust subsequent fiscal period
allocations based upon an audit of each School’s compliance in determining and
reporting FTE and related data. Normally, such adjustments are treated as
reductions or additions of revenue in the year when the adjustments are made.

The basic amount of funding through the FEFP under Section 1011.62 is the
product of the (1) unweighted FTE, multiplied by (2) the cost factor for each
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program, multiplied by (3) the base student all ocation established by the legislature.
Additional funds for exceptional students who do not have a matrix of services are
provided through the guaranteed allocation designated in Section 1011.62(1)(e)2.,
Florida Statutes. For the fiscal year ended June 30, 2022, the Organization’s
schools reported 1,278.48 unweighted FTE and 1,354.41 Weighted FTE.

FEFP funding may also be adjusted as aresult of subsequent FTE audits conducted
by the Florida Auditor General pursuant to Section 1010.305, Florida Statutes, and
Rule 6A-1.0453, FHorida Administrative Code (FAC). Schools are required to
maintain the following documentation for three years or until the completion of an
FTE audit:

= Attendance and membership documentation (Rule 6A-1.044, FAC).

» Teacher certificates and other certification documentation (Rule 6A-1.0503,
FAC).

Documentation for instructors teaching out-of-field (Rule 6A-1.0503, FAC).
Procedural safeguards for weighted programs (Rule 6A-6.03411, FAC).
Evaluation and planning documents for weighted programs (Section 1010.305,
Florida Statutes, and Rule 6A-6.03411, FAC).

The Organization receives federa or state awards for the enhancement of various
educational programs. This assistance is generaly received based on applications
submitted to and approved by variousgranting agencies. For federal or state awards
inwhich aclaim to these grant proceedsis based on incurring eligible expenditures,
revenue is recognized to the extent that eligible expenditures have been incurred.

The Organization receives state funds through the District under charter school
capital outlay funding pursuant to Section 1013.62, Florida Statutes. Funds are
based upon a capita outlay plan submitted to the District and are to be used for
lease, rent or construction of school facilities. The Organization aso receives
funding through donations and fundraising efforts, school lunch sales and local
property tax collections.

The Organization follows the policy of applying restricted resources prior to
applying unrestricted resources when an expenseisincurred for purposes for which
both restricted and unrestricted assets are available.

Income T axes

The Organization is exempt from Federa tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the
Internal Revenue Code. Accordingly, no provision for income taxes has been
included in the accompanying financial statements. Additionally, no uncertain tax
positions have been made requiring disclosure in the related notes to financial
statements. The Organization’s income tax returns for the past three years are
subject to examination by tax authorities and may change upon examination.
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> Useof Estimates

In preparing the financial statements in conformity with generaly accepted
accounting principles in the United States management is required to make
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities
as of the date of the statement of net position and affect revenues and expenditures
for the period presented. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

> Subsequent Events

Management has evaluated al events subsequent to the balance sheet date and
through the report date, which is the date these financial statements were available
to beissued. Management determined there are no subsequent events which require
disclosure.

CASH DEPOSITS

Custodial Credit Risk — Deposits. In the case of deposits, thisis the risk that in the event
of abank failure, the Organization’s deposits may not be returned to the Organization. The
Organization does not have a custodia credit risk policy. Deposits on hand at financial
institutions areinsured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Company (FDIC) up to $250,000.
As of June 30, 2022, the Organization was exposed to custodia credit risk. Two of the
Organization's bank accounts exceeded the FDIC insurance limit by $1,074,111 and
$623,369. The Organi zation has not experienced |osses in such accounts.

INVESTMENTS

The Organization categorizes its fair value measurements within the fair value hierarchy
established by generally accepted accounting principles. The hierarchy is based on the
valuation inputs used to measure the fair value of the asset. Level 1 inputs are quoted
pricesin active markets for identical assets; Level 2 inputsare significant other observable
inputs; Level 3 inputs are significant unobservable inputs.

Therecurring fair value measurements as of June 30, 2022, are valued using quoted market
prices (Level 1 inputs).

Revenue Bonds Series 2021 — On July 20, 2021, the Seminole County Industrial
Development Authority issued $29,645,000 of Educational Facilities Revenue Bonds on
behalf of The Galileo School Foundation, Inc. The Bonds were issued for the purposes
of the purchase of educationa facilities of The Galileo School Foundation, Inc.’s two
charter schools (Galileo School for Gifted Learning - Riverbend and Galileo School for
Gifted Learning — Skyway). The Bond is secured by a mortgage on the School’ s property

and buildings.

Series 2021 bonds are term bonds paying interest semi-annually at a rate ranging from
3.75% to 4.00% with maturities starting 6/15/2024, and ending 8/15/2056.
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Asrequired by the bond resol ution, the District has established a sinking fund and reserve
account and has accumul ated and maintained adequate resources in the sinking fund and
reserve account. In the event of default for non-payment of principa or interest on the
bonds, the outstanding amounts will become due and payable.

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INTERFUND TRANSFERS

During thefiscal year, the General Fund transferred $165,000 to the Capital Projects Fund
and $911,292 to the Debt Service Fund for transactions associated with the 2021 Bond
issuance. The amounts of interfund transfers are netted together and not reported in the
statement of activities.

DEBT FORGIVENESS

The School was granted aloan from the USF Credit Union on April 27, 2020, pursuant to
the Paycheck Protection Program (the “PPP”) under Division A, Title| of the CARES Act
The School met the qualifications for loan forgiveness under the PPP program and was
provided repayment forgiveness in November 2021. Revenue was recorded in the
statement of activities and statement of revenues, expenditures and changes in fund
balances — governmenta funds of $739,187.

The Organization receives substantially all of its support and revenue from federal, state
and loca funding sources, passed through the District, in the form of performance and
budget-based contracts. Continuing operation of the Organization is greatly dependent
upon the continued support of these governmental agencies.

COMMITMENTSAND CONTINGENT LIABILITIES

The Organization participatesin state grant programs, which are governed by variousrules
and regulations of the grantor agencies. Costs charged to the respective grant programs are
subject to audit and adjustment by the grantor agencies, therefore, to the extent that the
Organization has not complied with the rules and regulations governing the grants, refunds
of any money received may be required and the collectability of any related receivables at
June 30, 2022, may be impaired.
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In the opinion of the Organi zation, there are no significant liabilities relating to compliance
with the rules and regul ations governing the respective grants; therefore, no provision has
been recorded in the accompanying financia statements for such contingencies.

RISK MANAGEMENT PROGRAMS

The Organization is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to,
and destruction of assets; errors and omissions, and natural disasters for which the
Organization carries commercial insurance. There have been no significant reductionsin
insurance coverage and settlement amounts have not exceeded insurance coverage for the
current year or the three prior years.

LEGAL MATTERS

In the normal course of conducting its operations, the School occasionally becomes party
to various legal actions and proceedings. In the opinion of management, the ultimate
resolution of such legal matters will not have a significant adverse effect on the
accompanying financial statements.

statements, and have issued our report thereon dated December 13, 2022.

Report on Internal Control Over Financial Reporting

In planning and performing our audit of the financial statements, we considered the Organization’'s
interna control over financial reporting (“interna control”) to determine the audit procedures that
are appropriate in the circumstances for the purpose of expressing our opinions on the financial
statements, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the
Organization’s internal control. Accordingly, we do not express an opinion on the effectiveness
of the Organization’sinternal control.

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not alow
management or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent,
or detect and correct, misstatements on a timely basis.

Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph
of this section and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be
material weaknesses or significant deficiencies. Given these limitations, during our audit we did
not identify any deficiencies in internal control that we consider to be material weaknesses.
However, material weaknesses may exist that have not been identified.
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Compliance and Other Matters

As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether the Organization’s financial statements
are free from material misstatement, we performed tests of compliance with certain provisions of
laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements, noncompliance with which could have a direct
and materid effect on the determination of financial statement amounts. However, providing an
opinion on compliance with those provisions was not an objective of our audit, and accordingly,
we do not express such an opinion. The results of our tests disclosed no instances of
noncompliance or other matters that are required to be reported under Government Auditing
Sandards.

Purpose of this Report

The purpose of this report is solely to describe the scope of our testing of internal control and
compliance and the results of that testing, and not to provide an opinion on the effectiveness of the
Organization’'s internal control or on compliance. This report is an integral part of an audit
performed in accordance with Government Auditing Standards in considering the Organization’s
internal control and compliance. Accordingly, this communication is not suitable for any other
purpose.
